Climate Commission Bill Draft

1) Ohio Climate Commission to consist of 11 members, as follows:

1 member, appointed by the Governor, who have scientific expertise in the area of global climate change;
1 member, appointed by the Governor, who has scientific expertise in the areas of alternative and renewable energy;

1 member, appointed by the Governor, to be the Director of the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency, or his/her representative;

1 member, appointed by the Governor, to be the Director of the Ohio Department of Natural Resources, or his/her representative;

I member, appointed by the Governor, to be the Director of the Ohio Department of Development, or his/her representative;

1 member, appointed by the Governor, as a representative of the energy producing industries;
1 member, appointed by the Governor, as a representative of environmental conservation organizations in Ohio;

2 members, who shall be members of the Ohio House of Representatives, one appointed by the Speaker of the House and one appointed by the Minority Leader of the House;

2 members, who shall be members of the Ohio Senate, one appointed by the President of the Senate and one appointed by the Minority Leader of the Senate

2) Purposes of the Commission are to (a) determine the potential impacts of climate changes associated with global warming on the State of Ohio, (b) recommend the most effective actions the State of Ohio should take to contribute to a solution to the problem and minimize negative impacts on Ohio, and (c) recommend an appropriate structure for a permanent Office on Climate Change within state government.

3) The Commission shall issue a preliminary report by December 31, 2007, and a final report by December 31, 2008, to the President of the Senate, the Speaker of the House, and the Minority Leaders of the House and Senate.

4) The Commission shall remain in existence through June 30, 2009, in order to assist with discussion and action on its findings during the FY10-11 budget process, but it shall be dissolved on June 30, 2009, unless extended prior to that date.
