This chart shows bills that have been introduced on e-waste recycling for 2007.  Two regions in the US (Northeast and Midwest) have developed their own model bills using producer responsibility, which are being used by many states. So “Northeast Bill” or “Midwest Bill” refer to these model bills. “Producer responsibility” bills require the manufacturers to pay for collection and recycling.   “ARF” or Advanced Recovery Fee bills require consumers to pay a fee at purchase to cover recycling costs, and manufacturers have no responsibility.
